For nearly two decades, math 
education has been in a crisis 
and the ongoing topic of re-
form. Students in the US have 
posted mediocre results in 
international mathematics pro-
ficiency tests, eighteenth in the 
world ranking while students 
in Singapore are usually in 
first place.  
 
The unique feature of the Sin-
gapore approach is that it em-
phasizes the basics while at the 
same time instilling a deep 
understanding of key mathe-
matical ideas. Students must 
master each concept before 
progressing to the next one. It 
also teaches a technique that is 
helpful in solving word prob-

lems and the symbolic 
representation needed for 
algebra. 
 
This curriculum is in op-
eration in more than 600 
schools with encouraging 
results. Since we are com-
mitted to maximizing the 
potential of our students, 
we have begun implemen-
tation of Singapore Math 
in kindergarten through 
third grade. We will add 
fourth and fifth grades 
next year.  
 
We expect to see an in-
crease in math reasoning 
ability and problem solv-
ing.
